LDC.10 Investigate options to reduce the visual prominence on the
riparian landscape of the distributor powerlines and the
raised distributor water pipeline that crosses the Djarlgarro 5. WC, CoC, WP,
Beelier (Canning River) at Shelley Basin. Consider planting DBCA
tall tree species on the foreshore to partially obscure views
of the utilities.

LDC.11 Assess feasibility of installing infill sewer connection for
the Canning Sea Scouts and TS Canning buildings within 0-2
Centenary Park.

LDC.12 Continue to investigate route options for the public
accessway from Thomas Middleton Park to Spinaway
Crescent (Brentwood). Account for the environmental
values, terrain and landscape amenity of the foreshore
reserve when designing the accessway, including
considering locating a section of the pathway with the
Spinaway Crescent (Brentwood) and Moonlight Cove
(Brentwood) road reserve.

LDC.13 Investigate the provision of an accessible public path:

i. from Woodloes Park to Masons Landing Park;

LDC.14 Investigate the provision of a pedestrian trail between
Bywater Park and Watts Road (Wilson) and between the 9.5 CoC, DBCA,
Castledare Miniature Railway Niana Station and Wilson WAPC
Park Station.

LDC.15 Investigate options for the provision of a public access
link between Woodloes Homestead and the Canning River 2-5 CoC, DBCA
Regional Park.

LDC.16 Investigate incorporating stormwater management within
the catchment of Adenia Lagoon, to reduce or remove the
volume of freshwater (stormwater) from pipes directly 2-5 DBCA, CoC
entering a Threatened Ecological Community samphire
saltmarsh.

LDC.17 Conduct a review of potential retrofitting options for
stormwater pipes, trapezoidal drains and piped river outlets
to improve the quality of stormwater entering the river.
Known opportunity sites include:

I. reconfiguring and diverting the existing drain within
Sandon Park;

il. creating a living stream between the north and south 2-5 DBCA, LGs, WC
lake within Bodkin Park;

iil. converting the section of pipe within the foreshore at
Shelley Beach to a living stream; and

iv. retrofitting piped outlets entering the Threatened
Ecological Community samphire saltmarsh at Adenia
Park.

LDC.18 Collaborate with local governments to determine the
views and view corridors from select public vantage
points to be protected and maintained. Locations to be
considered include Canning, Mount Henry, Shelley and 2-5 DBCA, LGs
Riverton bridges, Deep Water Point, Salter Point, Bull Creek,
Greenfield Street (Cannington), Kent Street Weir and
downstream of Nicholson Road Bridge.
