e.g. This species has been shown to recover post fire (regardless of intensity) from underground rhizomes. This has been documented in post fire monitoring of populations 1 and 3. Plants regenerated within 1 year and both populations recovered to pre-fire population sizes over time. There is a total of 4 populations for this species with approximately 900 plants. Population 4, consisting of ~250 plants was burnt in Spring 2020 and has yet to be monitored.
