· A submission will be forwarded to the Hon Minister for Environment (or their delegate), based on this application.
· To take includes to gather, pluck, cut, pull up, destroy, dig up, remove, harvest or damage flora by any means. 
· To disturb is to engage in an activity that has the effect, whether directly or indirectly, of altering the long term persistence of the flora in its habitat.
· It is a condition of a Threatened Flora Authorisation that a Threatened and Priority Flora Report Form is to be completed for each population of Threatened Flora that a collection is made. Report Forms and the field manual on how to complete the form can be downloaded from DBCA’s Threatened Flora webpage.
