· To reduce the level of risk to species, conditions may be applied to authorisations to adequately mitigate or offset the impact
· [bookmark: _Hlk127445446]Activities that directly or indirectly cause the take or disturbance of listed threatened flora require a Ministerial authorisation under s 40 of the BC Act.
· To take includes to gather, pluck, cut, pull up, destroy, dig up, remove, harvest or damage flora by any means. 
· To disturb is to engage in an activity that has the effect, whether directly or indirectly, of altering the long-term persistence of the flora in its habitat.
· An application for a threatened flora authorisation should be completed for any activity that has the potential, whether directly or indirectly, of taking or disturbing threatened flora.
